Only that water open to all public
fishing will be considered tournament
waters.

Fishing will be restricted to Lake Eufaula
publicly accessible waters only. Any waters
within these boundaries posted "off limits"
or "no fishing" by state or federal agencies
will be off limit.

Fish size: Large and smallmouth 14
inches and over. Only ONE fish can
be weighed per person per session.
Only 2 fish in the live well per person
at any time. Culling is allowed,
culling a DEAD bass is prohibited.

NO LIVE BAIT IS ALLOWED, NO
trolling is allowed. 1 rod per person
in use.

Follow Oklahoma Regulations.

Required Safety Equipment

Itis the responsibility of all anglers to have
and to daily CHECK all required state and
federal safety equipment on board.

Any of the following can be checked, at
any weigh in be prepared: Fishing
License, # fish per angler, life jackets; 1
throwable PFD; NO alcohol in the boat,
and functioning kill switch.
